








Epic ‘beach break’ surf conditions can be found along the entire
Durban beach front, particularly New Pier, North Beach and Battery
Beach. The Bluff and the North Coast offer powerful reef breaks
and the South Coast is home to some world-class point breaks.

A number of operators offer horse riding in the area, including
scenic outrides and beach rides.

For water enthusiasts there is water skiing, boating, rafting,
kayaking and canoeing on the Umgeni River or the various
dams surrounding the city; Shongweni and Inanda in the west or
Hazelmere in the north.

+ Take a helicopter or microlight trip across the beachfront.

The Karkloof Canopy Tour is a unique eco-experience which will take

you on a three-hour canopy adventure through Karkloof indigenous

has developed an efficient transport system
that links to all areas of the city, the outer suburbs and
the main attractions. These include dedicated public
transport lanes, and an improved inner city circulation

system.

An efficient bus service runs throughout the city, which has a
central station opposite The Workshop in the city centre.

The most popular mode of public transport is the Mynah Bus.
They operate throughout the city centre and the surrounding
suburbs, and are cheap to catch (R2.40-R3.80).

Hired cars, shuttles and taxis are available for fast private
transport.

The Durban Station on Masabalala Yengwa Avenue offers
excellent and comfortable intercity bus services throughout
South Africa.

Ride a minibus taxi, the most common mode of transport for
the local Durban residents.

Car rental and private taxicabs can get you where you need to
go.

The new, highly sophisticated King Shaka International Airport is
located north of Durban’s city centre.

The airport will provide international access to Durban and the
province as well as domestic flights around the country.

Just determine which
station you will be starting and ending your journey, the
time of day, how often you'll be travelling - there's a range
of tickets designed to suit your needs - single, return, weekly
and monthly tickets.
